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LL1104 Self evaluation activity

Purpose:

· Enable the students to understand the importance of self evaluation

Learning outcomes:

By the end of this task, students will be able to:

· Discuss the importance of self-evaluation

· Identify the questions we need to ask ourselves

· Create a self-evaluation checklist/questionnaire

· Use this to self-evaluate a recent session and share the results

Resources needed:

Task:

Part 1: Small group discussion

In small groups, discuss:

· Why is it important to self-evaluate

· What questions do we need to ask ourselves

· Create a self-evaluation checklist/questionnaire

Plenary discussion – sharing self evaluation checklists/questionnaires and making amendments/changes as needed to group checklists.

Part 2:  Individual

Use group checklist/questionnaire to evaluate the last session taught by each candidate in depth.

Part 3:  Pairs activity

In pairs, discuss the last session taught and go through self evaluation feedback on checklist.  Question each other and probe to ensure that feedback is really self evaluation and not description.  Identify improvements that can be made in the future.

Part 4: Plenary discussion

Any key points that arose

Discussion of how easy/difficult it is to be evaluative rather than descriptive

Discussion of any tendency to be over-positive or over-critical

Discussion of any difficulties in identifying future improvements
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
