Activity:  Planning schemes of work
Purpose:  To enable trainees to start thinking about what makes a good scheme of work
Objectives: 

By the end of this activity, trainees should be able to:
· List the key information that should appear on a scheme of work
· Use Achieving Teaching Excellence to evaluate their own schemes of work and a variety of other formats

Resources:  
· Achieving Teaching Excellence booklet

· Ask each trainee to bring in the scheme of work format they are expected to use plus at least one completed scheme of work that they have planned and used

· A range of other scheme of work formats 
Activity:
Part 1:  small group activity
In small groups, discuss the key issues/information that should be included on a scheme of work
Part 2: Plenary 
Feedback on board to create a collaborative group list.
Part 3:  small group activity
In same groups, look at the group list and compare with the suggestions for an excellent scheme of work in Achieving Teaching Excellence.  Discuss how the two compare, and identify any omissions/additions.

Using the list and Achieving Teaching Excellence, discuss, compare and evaluate the format of the schemes of work that they use and any additional scheme of work formats that are available.

Part 4:  Plenary

Discussion on how useful Achieving Teaching Excellence is in enabling them to develop their skills in creating schemes of work.
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
