Examination of assessment strategies activity

Purpose:

· Enable the trainees to share and discuss the effectiveness of the assessment activities.

Learning outcomes:

By the end of this task, trainees will be able to:

· Evaluate a selection of their own assessment activities against good practice

Resources needed:

Each trainee to bring in examples of their assessment activities, including some which assess LLN – both formal and informal.

Prior knowledge:

Trainees should have done some reading/discussion on good practice on assessment, eg Minton chapter in Course Reader, and chapters in other standard Year 1 texts or the Tummons book on assessment.

Task:

Share their assessment activities and discuss them critically against good practice concepts from reading, including:

· How effective are they at enabling assessment to take place against the learning outcomes?

· What variety of assessment activities do they use?  Are there others they could include?

· How relevant are they to the specialist area?  Are there other assessment activities which would be appropriate for the specialist area?

· How do they demonstrate inclusion?

· How do they take account of individual learner needs?

· How do they support LLN?
