Purpose:

· Enable trainees to relate their teaching practice to their understanding of learning and communication theories and Equality and Diversity.
Learning outcomes:

By the end of this task, students will be able to:

· Appraise ways in which learning and communication theories and equality and diversity impact on their teaching practice.
Preparation:
Trainees need to have attended the seminars and sessions on equality and diversity to have underpinning knowledge and understanding.
Task:

Part 1:  Small groups
Discuss:
· Which of the learning theories are most relevant to their teaching practice and why?  

· Which of the communication theories do they use, how effective are they, what impact do they have on their communication and interpersonal skills with their learners.

· How are Equality and Diversity embedded in their teaching?  How could this be further improved and developed?
Part 2:  Small groups
Look at assignment brief in handbook.  

· Consider as a group how results of discussion from Part 1 relates to the report.
· What reading will be relevant?

· What evidence can they produce that theories of learning and communication promote equality and diversity in practice?

Part 3:  Plenary
Tutor to take key feedback from groups
