Minerva is a teaching tool – Bath Spa University's VLE or Virtual Learning Environment. Minerva is accessed online via a web browser such as Internet Explorer. 

How do I log in?

Go to the Bath Spa University Minerva log in screen:

Log in by entering your Bath Spa University username and password in the correct spaces, and clicking on the ‘login’ button.
